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Basic Jewelry Techniques
From the New Fall
President’s Package

1) Create a “Y” necklace – i.e. take Lauren n, clasp in front with several links hanging down in front.

2) Extend – you can extend most of our necklaces (if they don’t have an extender attached) with the matching bracelet to add 7”- 8”. 
Examples: Lauren n & b you can also extend Angelina n with Lauren b to create a 25” necklace.
3) Switch or add pendants –
a) Chic n (without the pendant) makes a great base for many of our 
slides and pins such as:
· Salisbury, Sundial, Summit, So Pretty, Unbelievable, Pacific & Concord 

b) Lauren n can hold:
· Summit, Concord, or Sundial 
c) Heirloom n use
· Unbelievable
d) Pacific n  gold can hold:
· Pizzazz or Daybreak
e) Pacific n  silver can hold:
· Sundial, Summit, So Pretty, Unbelievable, & Concord p.

f) Concord n can hold:
· Summit, Sundial, Unbelievable, or Salisbury  

g) Mahogany n Use single strand to show: 
· Summit, Unbelievable, or Pizzazz 
h) Duchess pearls 
· Summit, Unbelievable, Sundial, or Pizzazz


4) Layer – Layering 2 necklaces together with similar color, length, and style creates a dramatic effect. Example:

· Mahogany (3 strands) with Tuscany n

· Angelina n with Collette doubled or tripled or Marina doubled or tripled

· Coastal n w Collette doubled,  Stardust w Kaleidoscope
· Duchess w Kaleidoscope 

5) Wrap or Twist –Take Mahogany n twist around each other for a different shorter look. Necklaces need to be the same length.


6) Frame – take a pendant style necklace and frame a longer necklace around it to draw attention to the pendant. 
· Angelina framed with Marina doubled or tripled or frame Angelina with Collette n
· Concord (pendant removed) can frame Shine n
7) Double – any of your 30” necklaces or longer such as;
· Duchess, Collette, Kaleidoscope, or Marina
8) Triple– necklaces need to be 48” or longer 

9) Butterfly - Take your 36” Duchess pearls and keep clasped, put both strands behind your neck and bring two loops forward; pin So Pretty, Daybreak, or Sundial onto the loops and place middle, front, or to the side. 
· You can do the same with Marina n but you must double first and then loop to the front and use Sundial p.

10)  The use of Ribbons – can add a touch of flair and color to some of our basic
 pieces. Take a sheer black (or any color will do) ribbon and thread it down through
 the links of your Gilford n and tie into a bow over the clasp. Also, take any ribbon and tie a bow onto your pearls over the clasp to create a soft romantic look.
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Be creative with your pins by adding them to handbags, wraps, hats, belts, vests, & coats.
